Physical Force in Law Enforcement

A law enforcement officer is justified in using deadly force only when
he reasonably believes such force is necessary:

(a) To defend himself or a third person from what he reasonably
believes is the imminent use of deadly force. . ..

APPLICATION OF RSA 627:5, li(a)

* Consider all the facts and circumstances surrounding the incident

* What is“reasonable”is determined by an objective standard
(viewing the conduct in question from the standpoint of a
reasonable person facing the same circumstances)

* Cannot second-guess conduct with the benefit of hindsight
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
