Meeting called to order by Chairman Joseph DiBrigida, Jr.

· Motion was made by Dale Kuehne, to approve minutes of the public session from the June 3, 2015 meeting, seconded by Dorothy Graham, a few typographical errors pointed out and approved by all.  

· Non-public minutes – Alan Johnson moved to approve, Dale Kuehne seconded the motion and the minutes were approved by all

· Ann Rice brought up the subject of the committee’s rules and advised the committee that she had been contacted by Representative Hatch and also by Senator Feltes and that they would like to meet with Deputy Rice.  They would like the committee to suggest some legislative corrections that could be made that would deal with the inconsistencies in the statute.  Perhaps certain definitions can be put in the rules and address the issue of cumulative gifts.  Another concern is political affiliation requirements and that Independent’s should be considered.  The committee felt that they would like to meet with Representative Hatch and Senator Feltes at the next meeting.  The committee would like Ann Rice to work with Mr. Hatch and with Mr. Feltes to draft some legislation for the committee to review.

· There was also a brief discussion about expired commissions/appointments on the committee

· The Committee voted, by unanimous roll call vote, to move into non-public session at 8:35.

· The Committee resumed the public session at 9:35.  Dorothy Graham moved to seal the non-public minutes, Dale Kuehne second, motion carried.

· There was discussion about the next scheduled meeting, September 2, 2015.  Two members cannot attend that meeting.  September 9, 2015 was determined to be a better day and Ann Rice stated that she would extend an invitation to Representative Hatch and Senator Feltes for that meeting.  

· Jim Normand moved and Dale Kuehne seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 all voted in favor.
